       There was a great guest speaker from Batteries Plus, Brian Vitoritt, who 

      spoke about rechargeable batteries. Some of the most interesting point 

      other than the information in the handout he passed around, include:

      Ø      Storing your rechargeable batteries discharged, then charge them 

      overnight before you want to use then.  Discharge the batteries by leaving 

      your machine to run the battery down.

      Ø       Disconnect battery when your detector is not in use.

      Ø      Do not store any batteries in the fridge—that was okay for the old 

      mercury type batteries.

      Ø      Batteries Plus will recycle any Non-alkaline battery free of 

      charge.  

      Ø      Alkaline batteries can safely be thrown away.

      Ø      The average rechargeable battery has about 1,000 recharges in it 

      before it should be refurbished.
